Umelecké rody nie si na Slovensku ojedinelym
zjavom. Ktym najvynimocnejSim patri rodina
Bachorikovcov, v ktorej talent i kreativita prerastaju
Z generacie na generaciu a vetvia sa aj do dalsich
pribuzenskychvztahov, takzemézemev prenesenom
vyzname hovorit doslova o socharskej a maliarskej
«dynastii”, ktora prekvapi svojim Sirokym zaberom
a najma velkorysostou a noblesou tvorby. Dynastia
Bachorik je symbolicky nazov, pod ktorym Narodna
banka Slovenska spristupnila vo svojich vystavnych
priestoroch reprezentativnu vystavu Ota Bachorika,
jeho manzelky Zuzany, rodenej Rabinovej asyna
Jakuba. SU to umelci, ktori maju za sebou stovky
socharskych a maliarskych diel, desiatky vystay,
vyznamné ocenenia a su organizatormi i iniciatormi
pocetnych sympozii.

Oto a Jakub Bachorikovci zmenili exkluzivny preskleny
priestor atria na ziarivy koridor tridsiatich velkolepych
soch, ktoré prekvapuju bohatou Skalou jedinecnej
autorskej reci, majstrovskym zvladnutim uslachtilych
materidlov ivyznamovymi posolstvami, plnymi
symboliky a metafor. Na konci tejto socharskej galérie
sa ty¢i monumentalna eurosocha Ota Bachorika so
symbolickym nazvom ,30,1260" na vytvorenie ktorej
umelec v roku 2009 pouzil 80 000 slovenskych minci
a je tu trvalo osadena.

Artistic families are not uncommon in Slovakia.
One of the most exceptional is the Bachorik family,
where talent and creativity pass from generation to
generation and even branch out into further kinship
relations. In the figurative sense, we can speak of
adynasty of sculptors and painters whose work
displays a surprising range and refinement. Under
the symbolic title The Bachorik Dynasty, the National
Bank of Slovakia is hosting a grand exhibition of
works by Oto Bachorik, his wife Zuzana, née Rabina,
and their son Jakub. Between them, they have
produced hundreds of sculptures and paintings, had
dozens of exhibitions, received major awards and
organised and initiated many symposia.

Oto and Jakub Bachorik have transformed the
atrium's exclusive glass space into an impressive
exhibition area lined with thirty magnificent
sculptures that surprise with a wide range of original
artistic expression, mastery of noble materials, and
powerful messages replete with symbolism and
metaphors. The highlight of the sculpture gallery
is a monumental Euro - a Oto Bachorik sculpture
symbolically titled 30.7260 and composed of 80,000
Slovak crown coins. Created in 2009, it has been on
permanent display ever since.

Oto Bachorik patri k najvyznamnejsim a najplodnejsim socharom na nasej vytvarnej scéne.
Je autorom mnohych dnes uz ikonickych diel, ba aj socharskych cyklov ajeho vytvarny prejav
a socharske tvaroslovie su nezamenitelné. |ked vyrastal ako ,chlapec z mesta”, urcujiucim
vychodiskom jeho inSpiracie sa stali ¢lovek, priroda, jej zakladné elementy a vzajomné vztahy tychto
prvkov, ktoré sa formovali celé starocia. Jeho sochy - vel'kolepé [udské postavy, hlavy, zvieratd, ryby,
morské Zivocichy, rézne architektury i mystické objekty su elegantné, ale zaroven irobustné, su
lyrické, ale sucasne aj dramatické. Evokuju pocit Ziarivych slnecnych dni i temnych noci, pokojnych
majestatnych vrchov irozburenych hladin. SU modelované itesané spontanne a s vasriou. Nesu
pecat autorovho vnutorného pocitového sveta, interpretuju literarne pramene i ddvne myty a su
plné symbolov a metafor.

Oto Bachorik v priebehu rokov pracoval s kameriom i s drevom, dominantne sa v8ak venoval najma
realizaciam v bronze, ktory ho zlakal svojimi jedine¢nymi vizualnymi danostami, struktdrami, ale aj
schopnostou interpretovat nové vyznamové posolstva.

Je sice pravda, Ze v roku 2014 realizoval giganticky projekt Ciernych polychrémovanych drevenych
figuralnych solitérov - muzoy, Zien i zvierat v nadzivotnej velkosti, ktoré ako ,Monumenty” predstavil
v MlUzeu Danubiana, aktoré ocarili divakov svojimi Cistymi tvarmi a prisnymi a pevnymi, priam
antickymi liniami. Paralelne vsak pracoval i na cykle dvanastich bronzovych séch na tému Horoskop,
ktoré prekvapili bohatstvom tvarov, dynamikou kompozicii i ne¢akanou symbolikou a personifikaciami
tychto hviezdnych znameni.

Socharske tvaroslovie Ota Bachorika smeruje od reality k Stylizovanému znaku, ba az k archetypu, ¢o
evokuje pocit tajomnosti a neznama. Autor miluje oblé tvary, elegantné vznosné linie, odvazne gest3,
ale i nehybné, priam antické postoje a obcas vklada surrealistické prvky do zdanlivo kazdodennych
situdcii. Hlada dokonalé tvary a objemy, ktoré svojou expresivne i dynamicky pésobivou Strukturou
povrchoy, i striedanim temnych patinovanych pléch a zZiarivych detailov, evokuju pocit vynimocnosti.

Oto Bachorik bol vasnivy cestovatel, ktory prebrazdil temer cely svet od Patagénie po vzdialené
severské fjordy. Kazda cesta priniesla obohatenie jeho tvarovej i vyrazovej $kaly. V roku 2015 pri
vysokohorskej ture utrpel v slovenskych horach Uraz s temer fatalnymi nasledkami, no napriek tomu
sa vratil na vytvarnu scénu a dalej tvori. Desiatky komornych séch su nielen navratmi k overenym
formam, ale nazna¢uju i vykro¢enie novymi smermi. Styri kamenné monumenty, ktoré prave dokon¢il,
vo svojej zjednodusenej tvarovej linii, objemovej jednoznaénosti a materidlovej Cistote predstavuju
jedinecnu syntézu nespocetnych fenoménoy, ktoré viac ako Styri desatrocia formovali jeho socharsky
vyraz.

OTO BACHORIK

Oto Bachorik is one of the most important and prolific sculptors on the Slovak art scene. He has
created many iconic works - including a sculptural cycle - and his artistic expression and sculptural
morphology are unmistakable. Although he grew up as a “city boy”, his primary source of inspiration
is humanity, nature, the basic natural elements, and the relationships between them, as shaped
over centuries. His sculptures - magnificent human figures, heads, animals, fish, sea creatures,
architectural and mystical objects - are simultaneously elegant yet robust, lyrical yet dramatic. They
evoke a sense of bright sunny days and dark nights, of calm majestic mountains and stormy waters,
sculpted and carved with spontaneous passion. They bear the stamp of the artist's emotional world,
interpret literary sources and ancient myths, and abound in symbols and metaphors.

While Oto Bachorik has worked in stone and wood, he predominantly works in bronze, attracted by
its unique visual qualities, textured appearance, patina and lustre, but also by its potential to interpret
new messages.

In 2014, however, he produced a gigantic project of black polychrome figures in wood - men,
women and animals in larger-than-life size - exhibited under the title Monuments at the Danubiana
Meulensteen Art Museum. They enchanted viewers with their simple shapes and rigorous, solid,
almost classic lines. He has also worked on a series of twelve Zodiac-themed bronze sculptures,
which display radiant splendour and diverse shapes, dynamic compositions, surprising symbolism
and star-sign personifications.

Oto Bachorik’s sculptural morphology moves away from reality towards a stylised symbolism, even
towards an archetype evoking a sense of mystery and the unknown. The artist loves rounded shapes,
elegant, lofty lines, bold gestures, but also motionless, almost antique postures, and he sometimes
inserts surrealistic elements into seemingly everyday situations. He searches for perfect shapes and
volumes that evoke a sense of the extraordinary with their expressive and dynamic textured surface
or the alternation of dark patinated surfaces and shining details.

Moreover, Oto Bachorik used to be a passionate traveller who voyaged over almost all the world, from
Patagonia to the most remote Nordic fjords. Each journey enriched his range of form and expression.
While hiking in the Slovak mountains in 2015, he had a near-fatal accident, yet he has returned to the
art scene and continues to work. Dozens of his small-scale sculptures are not only a return to proven
forms, but also suggest a step in new directions. His recently completed four stone monuments,
with their simplified form, volumetric clarity and material purity representing a unique synthesis of
countless phenomena that have shaped his sculptural expression for more than four decades.

Jakub Bachorik patri uz k tretej generacii vytvarnikov v rodine, kde sa umelecky talent a kreativita dedi.
Tentoraz po starych rodi¢och z oboch stran a samozrejme aj po rodi¢och. Studoval scénografiu i vytvarné
discipliny a je predovsetkym velmi kreativnym socharom. Paralelne sa venuje i malbe, za ktoru vlani
ziskal Cenu Martina Benku.

Jakub ma tiez velmi blizky vztah k prirode, k lesom, vrchom, k vode. Jeho domii ateliér kde tvori, leZia pod
skalnym masivom na brehu rieky, a toto prostredie dalej spontanne formuje ijeho vztah k prirodnym
materialom, k drevu, kameriu, rie¢nemu Strku. Cast roka travi na sympoéziach, kde pracuje vyluéne
s drevom. V jeho ateliérovej tvorbe vsak prioritu aspon nateraz ziskal bronz.

V dielach Jakuba Bachorika spociatku rezonovala najma archaickd prapodstata prirody, s ktorou boli
prepojené i dalSie konstanty jeho tvorivych zamerov. Nametova inspiracia jeho ranych séch bola uzko
spatd s krajinou ajej obyvatelmi, s kamennymi dolinami, rie¢nymi zakutiami a prievoznikmi, neskor
i motivmi zavesov alebo kyvadiel, ktoré posuvali vyrazovost jeho diel az k skimaniu zakonitosti hmoty,
pohybu a inych zahad materidlneho sveta. Jakuba vzdy lakali tajomstva neznamych civilizaciii nesmrtelné
literarne pribehy, nedostupné bohyne a knazky i nedobytné trony, kresla, obradné a prestreté stoly,
pricom najma tie posledné casto situoval i do svojich maliarskych diel. Jeho monumentalne socharske
zatisie ,Bon appétit”, ktoré je symbidzou robustnostii krehkosti, ma svoje paralely v mnohych obrazoch.

V Jakubovych ranych pracach prevazuje archetypalna znakovost aplynulé linie objemov, ktoré
prepoziCiavaju jeho socham necakanu poetiku. Neskér jeho socharska re¢ dostala racionalnejsiu
podobu prave vnasanim pevnych, no zaroven subtilnych konstrukénych prvkov do kompozicie sochy.
Jeho diela tak nadobudli nové dimenzie a ich vyraz sa stal vysostne osobnym, emotivnym a adresnym.
Cesta od monumentalnych StraZzcov (2011 - 2013) realizovanych v dreve iv kove vSak nakoniec
viedla k plastikam, v ktorych doslova formoval prostredie diel, v ktorom ich vizualne vnimame. Su to
najnovsie prace, kde dokazal prepojit zem a vesmir v pésobivom ,galaktickom cykle”, kde
sa v krehkych konstrukciach otvaraju pred nami vesmirne dial'ky, kde sa zrkadli hviezdna
obloha a kde sa v zdanlivo transcendentnom priestore vznasaju Mesiac a planéty. Tu
preziva svoj pribeh Maly princ, dnes uz Jakubova ikonicka postava, s ktorou sa obcas
dokaze stotoznit, a ktord nachadzame i v jeho volnych komornych plastikach.

Tvorba Jakuba Bachorika, ktorad vzdy odrazalajeho osobnéi rodinné
pribehya jehonajvnatornejsie pocity sastalazhmotnenymvyrazom
jeho vztahu k prirode, k osudom jeho najblizsich, i k rozmanitosti
okolitého sveta. Vnimame ju ako metaforu smutku, krehkej nadeje,
ale najma radosti, identifikujeme jej mnohovyznamové symboly
a podobenstva, ktoré postupne graduju, aby nakoniec nadobudli
podobu vasnivej umeleckej i ludskej vypovede.

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JAKUB BACHORIK

Jakub Bachorik belongs to the family’s third generation of artists, inheriting
talent and creativity from his grandparents on both sides and, of course,
from his parents. After studying scenography and fine arts, he has become
a highly creative sculptor and also makes foray paintings, even winning the
Martin Benka Prize last year.

Jakub has a very close relationship to nature, forests, mountains and bodies
of water. His house and studio are situated on ariverbank below a rock
massif - an environment that spontaneously shapes his relationship with
natural materials: wood, stone and river gravel. He spends part of the year
at symposia where he works exclusively in wood. At his studio, however,
bronze currently takes priority.

The early works of Jakub Bachorik were largely imbued with the archaic
primordial essence of nature, connecting with other mainstays of his
creative intentions. The themes and inspirations for his early sculptures
were closely connected with the landscape and its inhabitants, with stone
valleys, river bends and boatmen - later also with motifs of suspensions
or pendulums that shifted the expressive character of his works to the
exploration of the laws of matter, motion and other mysteries of the
material world. Jakub has always been attracted by the mysteries of
unknown civilisations and immortal literary stories, elusive goddesses and
priestesses, and invincible thrones, seats and ceremonial and set tables,
the latter frequently depicted in his paintings. His monumental sculptural
still-life Bon appétit, a symbiosis of robustness and fragility, has parallels in
many of his paintings.

Archetypal symbolism and flowing lines of volumes feature largely in
Jakub's early work, lending his sculptures astonishing poetry. Later, his
sculptural language developed into a more rational form by introducing
solid yet subtle structural elements into the sculptural composition. His
works thus acquired new dimensions and their expression became highly
personal, emotional and specific.

The journey from the monumental Guardians (2011 - 2013), executed in
wood and metal, eventually, however, led to sculptures literally shaping
the environment in which we perceive them. In these most recent, he
managed to link earth and space in an impressive “galactic cycle”, where
cosmic distances open up before us in fragile constructions, the starry sky
is mirrored, and the moon and planets float in a seemingly transcendent
space. The Little Prince, as an iconic figure Jakub sometimes identifies
with, lives his story in this environment and can also be found in Jakub's
small sculptures.

Jakub Bachorik’s work has always reflected his personal and family story
and his innermost feelings. It has become a materialised expression of his
relationship to nature, to the fates of his loved ones, and to the diversity
of the surrounding world. We perceive it as a metaphor for sorrow, fragile
hope, but above all joy; we identify its multiple symbols and parables,
which gradually intensify to finally take the form of a passionate artistic and
human statement.

ZUZANA BACHORIKOVA

Zuzana Bachorikova zadala malovat v polovici 90. rokov. Mala $tastie, Ze v intelektualnom a umeleckom rodinnom prostredi,
ktoré spoluvytvarala, sa jej talent, zdedeny po otcovi maliarovi Stefanovi Rabinovi i jej prirodzena kreativita mohli slobodne
a nezavisle rozvijat a dnes ju vnimame ako jedineénu a silni osobnost, ktora svojou tvorbou predstavuje protipol maliarskych
konceptov jej manzela Ota a syna Jakuba Bachorikovcov.

Vystava Zuzany Bachorikovej v Galérii NBS prezentuje vyber maliarskych diel z poslednych dvadsiatich rokov, ktoré prinasaju
vysostne osobnu interpretaciu vizudlnej reality ijej vlastného pocitového sveta, svyraznym metaforickym akcentom,
s Unikmi do imaginativnej rise snov, fantazie a podvedomia.

Jej vrodeny cit pre kolorit a farebni harméniu aj pre vztah realneho tvaru a abstrakcie ju postupne priviedli k maliarskemu
prejavu, v ktorom rezonovala poetika i drdma, a metafora i symbol zohravali vyznamnu Glohu. Pévodne malovala krehké
meditacie na pomedzi sna a skutoénostia poetické obrazy prirodnych scenérii. Neskér pribudli velkorysé a drazdivo zmyselné
postavy v strhujucich a jednoznaénych gestach, emotivne rodinné portréty, sugestivne hlavy, pribehy davne i suéasné, ale
i ponor do morskych hlbin plnych rozmanitych tvorov a sondy do l'udskych dusi a Zivotov. Tieto diela pésobili mimoriadne
magicky najma kontrastmi jemnych priezra¢nych farebnych ténov arobustnych az archetypalnych tvarov na tajomnom
farebnom, ¢i ¢iernom pozadi.

Maliarska tvorba Zuzany Bachorikovej je zaloZzena na koloristickych kvalitach. Maluje zvaésa akrylom a kombinuje ho is
inymi technikami. Farbu nanasa $tetcami, alebo priamo prstami na platno ¢i drevo a farebnd hmotu vrstvi do Ziarivych pléch
a skvfn, raz homogénnych a splyvavych, inokedy bohatych na plosné farebné Struktury. Velkorysé tvary svojich obrazov
¢asto zvyraznuje pevnou obrysovou linkou a kresbu vyuziva i na zdéraznenie urcujucich prvkov kompozicie.

Kresba je rovnocennym pendantom jej malieb a svojou vyrazovou silou za nimi nijako nezaostava. PouZiva olejovy pastel,
ale najcastejsie kresli ceruzkou na velké formaty a jemnu chvejivu siet liniek a $rafdr nanasa na pozadie farebnych Struktur,
alebo na ¢istu bielu plochu.

V najnovsej tvorbe sa Zuzana vracia ku komornejsim formatom, maluje najma na papier ziarivymi farbami a tvarovu estetiku
robustnych objemov nahradza bohato ¢lenenou kompoziciou, subtilnej$imi postavami, drobnymi detailmi a tvarmi, viniacimi
sa vo vertikalnych a horizontalnych liniach. | ked’ sa v jej tvorbe objavuju aj nové inSpirativne prvky, spojené s primorskym
prostredim, nadalej ndm odhaluje zahadné akrehké metaforické vizie medziludskych vztahov a prepojenie ¢loveka
s prirodou. A prave tato jej sustredenost na vnutorny pocitovy svet dava divakovi v dnesnom obdobi techniky a strhujuceho
zivotného tempa priestor na meditaciu a zamyslenie.

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7ZUZANA BACHORIKOVA

ZuzanaBachorikova started painting in the mid 1990s. She was fortunate thatin the intellectual and artistic family environment
she co-created, her talent - inherited from her painter father Stefan Rabina - and natural creativity could develop freely and
independently. We now perceive her as a unique and strong figure in the Bachorik artistic dynasty and her work represents
a counterpart to the painting concepts of her husband Oto and son Jakub.

Zuzana Bachorikova's exhibition at the NBS gallery presents a selection of paintings from the last twenty years, featuring
a highly personal interpretation of visual reality and her own emotional world, with a strong emphasis on metaphor and
escapes to the imaginative realm of dreams, fantasy and the subconscious.

Her innate sense of colour and colour harmony, of the relationship between real form and abstraction gradually led her to
a painterly expression in which poetry and drama resonate and metaphor and symbol play a major role. Initially, she painted
quiet meditations on the border between dream and reality and poetic paintings of natural scenery. Later came generous and
alluring sensuous figures in captivating and unambiguous gestures, emotional family portraits, suggestive heads, ancient
and contemporary stories, as well as immersion into sea depths full of diverse creatures and penetration into human souls
and lives. These particularly magical paintings draw sharp contrasts between, on the one hand, subtle limpid colour tones
and robust, almost archetypal shapes, and, on the other hand, mysterious coloured or black backgrounds.

Zuzana Bachorikova's painting draws on chromatic qualities. She paints mostly with acrylics combined with other
techniques, applying the paint with brushes or directly with her fingers on canvas or wood and layering the coloured mass
in shining surfaces and spots, sometimes homogeneous and flowing, sometimes rich in flat colour structures. The artist
often accentuates her large paintings with a solid contour line, and uses drawing to emphasise the defining elements of the
composition.

Drawing is a counterpart to her paintings and its expressive power is in no way outdone by them. She uses oil pastel, but
most often draws in pencil on large formats, applying a delicate quivering network of lines and hatching on a background of
coloured textures or on a pure white surface.

In her latest work Zuzana returns to smaller formats, painting mainly on paper with vibrant colours, replacing robust volumes
with richly articulated compositions, subtler figures, small details and shapes undulating in vertical and horizontal lines.
Although new inspirational elements associated with the seaside environment appear in her work, she continues to reveal
enigmatic and delicate metaphorical visions of human relationships and the connection between people and nature. And it
is this focus on her inner world of feeling that gives the viewer space for meditation and reflection on our information age
and the frenetic pace of life.
